SMCS will display and stop if this occurs.

"SIGNs ON" to the same job, the station will be attached to the 
current copy, if "NST".in the remote file open allows it. 

The last station's exit CDETACH> from a job will cause an "EDF" 
to be sent to that job,. unless an entry in the job file pravents 
it.

CANOE will help make this process easi~r with auto-detach at 
"BYE" time. 

SMCS provides for network reconfiguration via the "CHANGE" 
command. An example of the use of this facility follows: 

Include in the Handler <n> dummy· stations per line whose 
-addresses are unique for that line. Mark them "READY= FALSE" in 
the Handler compile deck Csee 7.o NOL Document>. 

Because these non-existent stations are "NOT READY" by· 
definition, they will not be included in the pollstring, and thus 
not degrade the resoonse time. 

When a new station, (address = "X9", for example),. needs to be 
added to the Handler.. it can be t empora ri ly ·put in one of the 
dummy slots for immediate use via the "CHANGE" command. This 
station address should be included in the Handler source for the 
next recompile since the effect of a "CHANGE" is lost when the

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The Supervisory Message Contrcl System CSMCS> ~rogram is intended 
to ba the supervisor fer a data communicaticns software system 
which includes such Burroughs software as C~NDE• RJE~ HASP, SYCCM 
and other on-line packages of either Burroughs or customer 
origin. S~CS also serves as a base which can be easily augmer.ted 
to meet any customer reouire~ents for a specialized or more 
inclusive systems supervisor. 

SMCS provides all of the features of the previously released 
Illustrative ~CS CMCSII> and several new features that 
considerably exoand the flexibility cf remcte terminals. MCSII­
for example, prcvided message switching <terminal-to-terminal. 
terminal-to-SPOr SPO-to-terrninal>• attachment to user programs 
via a remote file. infcr~atian about the remote network. and 
internal C~CS> error reporting as some of its basic functicns. 
The new S~CS will provioe all of these features in addition to 
allowing users to: 

Designate terminals as remote SPOs and have access to MCP 
commands anc information about the status of the system. 
from ter~inals designated as unrestricted. jobs can be 
executed as if the remote stations were a SPO. 

Participate in the basic file security mechanism 
supported by the MCP anc spawn jobs in accordance with 
the requirements of file securit~. Furthermore. SMCS 
supports a job file for storing execute instructions that 
are tailored to a particular ~ser's or program's needs 
and a mail file fer storing information that is returned 
from a user prograrr or a host system. SMCS automatically 
checks the job file fer special execute requirements and 
allows users to check the mail file fer information that 
is received from a host system or an a~plication program 
CPROGRAM-PASS input). 

Allow a user at a remote terminal. through the PASS 
command and the PROGRAM-PASS message interface~ to 
request a functicn of a program in the host system 
without sigrinq on to the program. In this way, for 
exa~ple- an cditeo file may be transferred from the host 
system to a remote systei via the RJE interface while the 
user continues to edit another file. 

Receive Expanced network reporting that is tailored to 
individual remote stations {desigrated as restricted> or 
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that involves the whole ret~ork a~d t~e operating system 
<unrestricted stations>. 

Initiate system tracing, from unrestricted stations onl~­
to take advantage of the debugging facilities providea by 
the B1800/Bt700 operating system.

logged on to the SMCS. 

SMCS or MCP c~mmands that are atlowed 
frcm any station. 
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an execute statement sent from a program 
to the ~CP requesting that a job be 
scheduled and rur.. This method does not 
ewploy the security mechanism of the 
operating system. 

One of the major facilities provided by the SMCS is the execution 
of application programs which oper remcte files. The S~CS aids 
in executing these programs by checking an internal job file, 
described more fully in Appendix A~ for special instructicns 
about how the job should be executed: e.g •• priority, number cf 
remote stations allcwea, file equations, etc. 

Jobs are either spawned or zip executed. A spawned job invokes 
~CP security procedures by i~cludi~g in the zip usercode and 
session information required by file security. Zip executed jobs 
invoke no security procedures. 

There are two forms of executior. one secure and the other not~ 
that are allowed by SMCS. Cnly rea.ote SPOs ma~ use the un-secure 
form of executicn. In accition. SMCS provides a mechani~m for 
passing information between remote terrr.inals and jobs that are 
executed from a remote station. These facilities are definea as 
follows: 

A station using this method of execution must be logged onto the 
system by the USER <usercoce>/<password> syntax. After entering 
?EX <program name>, the specified program will be s~a"ned. No 
reference is made to the job file anc only the station that 
initiated the job ~ill be approved in any remote file open coming 
from that job. 

A station which may or may not be logged en enters the following 
command.

SMCS notes that this station has successfully PASSed to this 
program and later PASSes fro~ this station will not cause a new 
copy to be zippeo. However~ PASS to this program from a station 
which previously had not PASSed to it will cause SMCS tc 
det~rmine the neec to zi~ execute anot~er copy dependent upon 
NUMBER.Of.STATIO~S exactly as in SIGN ON above. 
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When a stat;on enters BYE. it is re"-oved from the list of kno•n 
PASSers on the files to which it PASSec. This command is simila~ 
to SIGN OFF except that no detach as sent. If any of these files 
then have no staticn attached <eith~r by FASS or SIGN ON>• then 
an EDF cranch is sent tc the file. unless the job file 
specification. ~C ECF. exists. 

Note: If a orogram which cpens a remcte file <such as CANOE> is 
executed from the host 5PO. then SHCS will approve its 
open g1v1ng it as many stations as it can. disallowing 
only those stations which are alreacy active through 
SMCS. It is recc~mended that thi5 not be done since the 
SMCS would then have no way to retrie~e those stations 
without each one beir.g explicitly SIGNed OfF. 

The SMCS allows fer the defirition er creation of a station as a 
remote SPO via the ~AKE or CHANGE co~mands or b~ definition in 
the station section of the network cortrcllar. A station is 
considered to be a remote SPC if its frequency <receive> is 
greater than 249. Only a re~ote SPO staticn <also referred to as 
a controller station) may init;ate restricted control statements. 

Three new commands (?, PASS~ anc 8Yf.> are alsc restricted by the 
requirement that the staticr be logged on under a valid usercooe 
and password.

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SMCS contains most cf the basic building blocks which would te 
required, in one form or anotherp for a co~prehensive MCS. Every 
effort has been mace to keep the SMCS as mcdular as possibte, so 
that changes may be reaeily effected. The ~odularization also 
renders the program a more readable oocurnert. 

The, internal file name of SMCS' remote file is "REMOTE". When 
executed, a file equation may be used to ecuate "REMOTE" with the 
desired file name. The external file name expected is 
"MCSR£MOTE". 

Control messages can be entered through remote stations only. 
The syntax is shown below:
