Problem determination is the activity
required to identify a failing harduare
unit or program and determine who is
responsible for maintenance.

Problem determination is accomplished by
using the procedures specified by IBM. In
some cases, these procedures may be
initiated by a message or code which
requires operator or programmer

response. The response may include the
requirement for additional
problem-related data to be collected and
will attempt, where possible, to indicate
"probable" failure responsibility.

Problem determination information is
included for applicable messages and
codes under the heading "Problem
Determination."™ Standard problem
determination actions are identified as
items of Tables I and II. Unique actions
are identified following the list of
standard actions to be taken. In any
case, it is intended that the specified
actions be taken before calling IBM for
support.
