PLEASE READ THIS

Before Applying Power to the

System Two Computer

1. The Line Cord

During shipment the line cord for your
computer is stored in a plastic bag attached
to the top of the computer.

Connecting the Terminal

Connector number 1 on the rear panel (just
below the legend I/O CONNECTIONS) is for the
CRT terminal. The proper interface cable is
shipped with your Cromemco terminal. The
cable should run from the connector on the
rear of the terminal (labeled MAIN on the
Cromemco 3102) to the connector number 1 on
the rear of the Cromemco System Two. See the
16FDC Floppy Disk Controller manual for
instructions on interfacing other terminals
with your System Two.

Connecting the Printer

Connector number 10 on the rear panel is for
the line printer. The proper interface cable
is shipped with your Cromemco printer. Please
refer to the PRI manual for instructions on
interfacing other manufacturer's printers with
your System Two. Note that the System Two is
shipped for use with a dot matrix printer. If
you have a 3355A printer, the cable (inside
the computer) going to the PRI board must be
moved to the other connector on the PRI board.

4. Turning the Computer On

After connecting the line cord to the rear of
the computer and plugging it into a power
source, turn the switch at the rear of the
computer to the ON position.

5. Loading RDOS-II

If you are using a l6FDC Floppy Disk
Controller board and a Cromemco 3102 terminal,
RDOS-II (and optionally the disk operating
system) will be loaded automatically when the
system is turned on or when it is reset. If
your system does not incorporate this
combination of Cromemco products, it will be
necessary to momentar ily press the RESET
switch. Then, depress the Carriage RETURN key
on your CRT terminal (up to four times) until
the RDOS prompt (;) appears.

6. Loading the CDOS or Cromix Operating System

To use your computer with Cromemco disk
software, load the Cromemco diskette into
drive A (disks should be positioned so that
the elongated hole in the disk cover is
horizontal and enters drive first while the
label faces left). Close the drive door.
Type B (for boot) followed by a carriage
RETURN in response to the RDOS prompt. At
this point refer to the documentation provided
with your particular Cromemco disk software
package.

7. Caution

Never remove or insert cards from the System
Three card cage while power is applied to the
system.

Never attempt to adjust the trim capacitor on
the l6FDC Floppy Disk Controller Board. This
adjustment must be performed by your Cromemco
dealer.

Loading CDOS

LOADING THE CROMEMCO DISK OPERATING SYSTEM

A Technical Description

The CDOS program is transferred ("booted") from
magnetic diskette to read/write memory (RAM) by
RDOS-II, a program spanning addresses COOOH - CFFFH
and resident in ROM memory on the Cromemco l6FDC
Floppy Disk Controller board.

Cromemco strongly recommends that none of the
switches on the boards be changed from their
factory-set positions.

The sequence of events for a CDOS boot are:

1. RDOS-II reads a loader program from the first
diskette sector into read/write memory area
0080H - OlOOH.

2. A jump to 0080H is then executed.

3. The loader program at 0080H - OlGOH first
enables memory BANK 0 only, then completes the
transfer of CDOS from diskette to roughly the
uppermost 12 - 15 Kbytes of read/write memory.

Switch settings on the l6FDC board allow the
user options of completely disabling or enabling
RDOS~ of removing or retaining RDOS in the memory
map after a CDOS boot~ and of "coming up" in RDOS
and booting CDOS only when the direct command B
(boot) is issued, or automatically executing the
RDOS boot routine.

Assuming the l6FDC and 64KZ switch settings
shown in the preceding figure, CDOS automatically
boots up after each system RESET or P.O.C. when a
Cromemco 3102 terminal is used. The rationale
behind the switch settings follows. First, BLOCK
B, which is assigned to the upper 32K of memory,
must disable after a RESET or P.O.C. to avoid
conflict with the shadowed RDOS-II ROM program
located at COOOH - CFFFH. This is accomplished by
setting 64KZ switch RESET B = OUT. l6FDC switch
number 2 must be positioned ON so as to disable
RDOS-II after boot (RDOS-II is disabled at the same
time memory BANK 0 is enabled). l6FDC switch
number 3 is positioned ON to automatically start
the RDOS boot routine, and finally 64KZ switch
BLOCK B, BANK 0 = IN so as to activate the upper 32
Kbytes of read/write memory as RDOS is disabled.

Power Supply Modifications

POWER SUPPLY MODIFICATION

The power supply in your system was wi red to
maintain-the 8 volt output as close to 8 volts as
is possible with an AC input line voltage of 115
volts (or 220 volts for 220 volt systems). If your
AC line voltage differs from these values QL if you
change the configuration of your system, we suggest
that you have your Cromemco Dealer measure the
voltage present on the 8 volt line.

A minimum of 7.7 volts must be present on the 8
volt supply. This voltage is derived from the
minimum input voltage specification for the +5 volt
regula tor s on the circui t boards used in the
system.

The total heat dissipation of the regulators is
influenced by the ambient temperature at the
installation site as well as the +8 volt line input
voltage. In order to accommodate variations in
ambient temperature it is desirable to minimize the
heat generated by the system.

Therefore, we recommend the use of the primary tap
on the main power supply transformer which
maintains the 8 volt input as close to the 8 volt
level as is possible.

Please refer to the power supply schematic included
with the system for transformer tap selection. All
voltage measurements must be performed with all
boards inserted in the system. In no case may the
8 volt line be allowed to fall below the 7.7 volt
level.
